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November 16 brought a surprise snow 
storm to central Kansas in the form of 
heavy, wet snow that reached upwards 
of 10 inches in some areas. 

Bluestem Electric Cooperative in 
Wamego had almost 300 electric poles 
down in their territory alone, knocking 
out power to over 1,600 homes.

Thanks to an agreement among 
the electric cooperatives in the state 
of Kansas known as Mutual Aid, help 
was on its way by means of line crews 
from other cooperatives throughout 
the state, including LJEC.

Four LJEC crew members vol-
unteered to assist Bluestem in their 
efforts to restore power. Jory Adkins, 
Tonganoxie; Jeremy Cameron, McLouth; Nolan Lewis, Ton-
ganoxie;  and Brent Alverson, Winchester; spent three and a 
half days working to restore power near Clay Center.

All LJEC crew members agreed that the Mutual Aid 
program is beneficial to all co-ops throughout the state. 

“The crew that we’re helping one day could be the 
crew that shows up to help us the next,” Adkins said. “The 
time will come when LJEC needs assistance. Through the 
mutual aid program we’ll be able to call on our fellow coop-
eratives for help.”
